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Winnebago County Housing Trust

Grant Program

Single Family Housing

Eligibility:

· New Construction – additions or improvement projects DO NOT qualify

· Only the homeowner(s)/occupant(s) may apply for the home they plan to build

· Applicants may receive the grant one time only

· All forms of housing that are subject to property tax qualify as long as the home is on a permanent foundation, these include:

· Traditional “stick built” construction

· Modular homes

· Manufactured homes

· $5,000 grant paid for home 1,200 square feet or more

Multi-Family Housing

Eligibility:

· Developer must apply prior to the start of the project, applications will be reviewed for approval/denial

· Must be minimum 8 units, with minimum 900 sq. ft. per unit, to qualify for funding

· Funding of $2,500 per unit with a maximum of $20,000 per year per project

Grant Application Procedure:

· Grant program is first-come, first-serve and applications will be processed as such.

· Complete application at beginning of construction. Application MUST BE on file with Winn-Worth Betco prior to the construction of the basement/foundation to be considered for funding.

· Application is processed for grant proceeds after the county assessor figures the gross living area during the assessment process, or upon final approval by Winn-Worth Betco Executive Director.

· County Auditor’s office will contact you when payment is approved & ready to pick up.

· Sign the grant document when you pick up the check.

Grant Funding:

· Budgeted amounts for the housing trust are determined year to year.

· Funding availability is based on tipping fees for tonnage at the Central Disposal Systems Inc. landfill in Winnebago County.

· Winnebago County guarantees funding all applications up to the maximum amount of revenue received for that fiscal year.

· There is no carry over of funds in the housing trust. All funds remaining at the end of the fiscal year will be transferred to the general fund.
